SPRING WORKSHOPS OFFERED 
AT TRURO CENTER FOR THE ARTS AT CASTLE HILL

Spring is a great time to enroll in an affordable, high-quality workshop in ceramics, painting, drawing, printmaking, writing, mixed media/sculpture or acting at Truro Center for the Arts at Castle Hill.
Our ceramics studio reopens this spring with several great workshops, including Raku Firing with Diane Heart (Mondays in April, 1 – 4 pm, $325), an ancient Japanese firing technique that has its roots in Zen Tea Ceremonies. Throwing Pots for the Wood Kiln with Keith Kreeger (May 10, 10-4 pm) will examine a variety of forms that highlight the effects of atmospheric firing, including different slip and glaze options, textures and other surface decoration techniques that get the most out of a wood-kiln.  Glenn Grishkoff offers a weekend workshop in Handmade Brushes with Ceramic Handles (May 16, 17 & 18, $300) where brush making workshops are combined with lectures and demonstrations detailing brush making techniques from Japan, the West and techniques developed during the exploration of the hand made brush both as a work of art and a functional tool. Finally, Paul Wisotsky will lead a class in Intermediate Throwing (Thursdays in May, 3 – 6 pm).
Exciting classes in painting and drawing include an Encaustic Painting Workshop with Carol Odell (Tuesdays in March, 10-1pm, $225), Drawing the Figure with Cyndi Walker (Wednesdays in March, 2-4 pm, $200), and Painting the Portrait with Tom Hébert (April 26 & 27, 9-12 pm, $200). Provincetown artist Denny Camino leads Painting: Color and More (Thursdays in May, 2-5 pm, $225).
Anyone interested in printmaking should sign up for Alternative Printmaking Techniques or Experimental Printmaking (March 28, 29 & 30, 10-4 pm $250) where Victoria Jutras Kneiring will teach a variety of printmaking techniques, both additive and reductive, or Vicky Tomayko’s Monotype and Drypoint class (Thursdays in March, 1-4 pm, $225), which will introduce a variety of techniques for creating one-of-a-kind prints with oil inks and watercolor.
Both experienced and novice poets are welcome in Castle Hill’s writing classes which include Poetry Workshop with Keith Althaus (Tuesdays in April, 2-4 pm, $225) and Poetry: Searching for the Muse with June Beisch (Wednesdays in May, 2-4 pm, $225).  Study Relief in Clay with Joyce Johnson (Wednesdays in April, 3:30-6 pm, $225), make ceramic figure sculpture with Heather Blume in Figure in Clay (Tuesdays in May, 1-4 pm, $225) or make collages that are representational, abstract and personal in Collage in a Box with Amy Heller (May 17 & 18, 1-4 pm, $200), or Mark Enright will teach Speech and Voice for new and seasoned actors (May 5 & 6, 10-1 pm, $200).  
Our affordable Friday classes for kids resume with Bold and Bright Paper Cut Outs with Eve Aspinwall (Fridays in April, 3:15-5 pm, $60), and Handbuilding Ceramics with Caitlin Nesbit (Fridays in Mat, 3:15-5 pm, $60).
Although classes are starting to fill, there is still time to enroll. All of Castle Hill’s workshops are held at either the main campus on 10 Meetinghouse Road or the Annex at 1 Depot Road in Truro Center.
