The distinguished faculty includes many well-recognized names in all areas of creativity from poetry, fiction, storytelling and memoir to fine and applied arts. Visual arts workshops include painting, sculpture, photography, printmaking, collage, book arts, giant puppetry, mosaics, drawing, glass, jewelry, felt-making and many exciting new ceramics classes.  In addition to classes, this summer’s lineup of special events has something for everyone.    
Spring Classes

The season for learning at Castle Hill is now extended! In an effort to make our quality offerings more easily accessible to Cape Cod residents, Castle Hill has put together a roster of weekly and weekend classes to be held March through May – for adults, as well as for kids and teens. Workshop subjects range from poetry and storytelling to painting, website design, printmaking and book-making to Venetian art glass technique, photo collage and figurative clay sculpture. A class in experimental printmaking will be held exclusively for teenagers, and children of all ages can enjoy hand-building in clay.  All spring classes will be held at 1 Depot Road in Truro Center. Summer classes from Memorial Day through September, are held at both locations including the Castle Hill barn, 10 Meetinghouse Road, Truro.

Acclaimed playwright Sinan Unel returns to Castle Hill to conduct a five-day workshop on The One Act Play. Whether you’re a beginner or seasoned playwright, come with an idea and hone your craft in this five-session workshop that focusing on the essential of dramatic writing, August 1, 3, 8, 10 and 12. 
Artist in Residence 

Patricia Miranda is the second artist to participate in Castle Hill’s new Artist-in-Residence Program during the month of July. Ms. Miranda is Founder and Director of Miranda Fine Arts in Port Chester, NY, and co-founder of Loftarts, an affiliation of galleries, artists, curators and educators. She is also on the Board of Trustees of The Society of Gilders, and has led programs in New York at the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum, the Metropolitan Museum, The African Museum, the Katonah Museum, Wave Hill, and others. She will instruct three workshops in July as well as a critique session every Friday in July:
Fresco on Paper: An opportunity to experiment with fresco by creating small portable paintings for indoor use painting on the lime plaster “intonaco” in the traditional way, using an innovative paper support.

Manuscript Illumination: Learn the medieval art of the handmade illustrated book, using gold leaf and handmade paints to create paintings of gilded splendor. Students will complete an original work on sheepskin parchment using 22k gold leaf and handmade gouache paint utilizing traditional manuscript techniques.

Egg Tempera & Panel Painting:  The instructor will share a wealth of historical information surrounding these tradition techniques for preparing your own wood panels from start to finish. Students will learn traditional gesso preparation, creating egg tempera paint from dry pigments and egg yolk; and use of both Eastern and Western techniques of applying egg tempera.

Two workshops for children held on one of the town piers. Paul Bowen teaches sculpture and Vicky Tomayko teaches painting. 
In addition to a full complement of clay workshops offered this summer, Castle Hill is also offering a Fall Clay Intensive:

Paul Soldner:  September 5 – 9 - The “Soldner Workshop” is conducted through Osmosis instruction. He demonstrates and produces a body of work. Participants are encouraged to watch, ask questions, document and photograph the creative process. He will talk about his life and personal philosophy. In addition, Soldner will teach his low tech solutions for mixing glazes, making terra sigillata, firing theory and will explain his aesthetics.

Tim Scull: September 12 – 15 - This intensive five day hands on workshop will cover several firings and carbonization techniques i.e. Alternative methods: raku, pit firing, saggar firing, candy raku, painting with smoke, and fuming with horsehair and 

other organic materials. Extensive detail will be shared in alternative firing and varied decorative techniques for Raku, Saggar, and Pit firings. Unusual techniques using sheet metals, metal mesh, a variety of wires and fused glass will be used in this unique workshop.
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
