Our signature classes in painting, drawing, printmaking, sculpture, clay, photography, writing, jewelry making, and music make Castle Hill a destination for adults, teens, children and families.  The season’s lineup of special events and programming is also outstanding, with many noteworthy readings, events, and gallery exhibitions.  
Exceptional Workshops

Castle Hill is offering over 100 workshops this summer, taught by renowned artists from across the country.  Particularly noteworthy instructors visiting this summer include encaustic painter Joanne Mattera, sculptor / painter Mary Frank, potter Malcolm Davis, poet Dorianne Laux, and sculptor Michael Burbank.  Printmaker Daniel Heyman leads a class in Japanese woodcut, will speak in our Tuesday Evening Series (see below) and will jury a gallery show featuring artists’ reactions to war.  Castle Hill is very excited to announce that feminist artist Judy Chicago, who is this years’ Woody English Distinguished Artist & Writers Chair, will speak on Wednesday, August 20th at 8 PM at the Wellfleet Congregational Church. 
The writing program is particularly strong, with workshops led by noted poets including Martín Espada, Eleanor Lerman, Peter Campion, Joseph Millar, and Mark Doty.  In the tradition of Alan Dugan’s famed workshop at Castle Hill for more than twenty years, Alan Feldman and Tony Hoagland will lead a “drop in” class for poets of all ages and levels of experience who wish to have their work read and discussed. Fiction instructors include Anne Bernays, Paul Lisicky, David Unger, mystery writer Jon Loomis, and award winning humor columnist Susan Seligson.  In addition, Justin Kaplan and Allyson Goldin Loomis will lead classes in memoir writing.

In addition, on Wednesdays from July 9 through August 27 from 3 – 5 pm, Castle Hill will offer informal fun workshops on our back deck for people of all ages and levels of creativity. These quick, two-hour classes offer individuals and families the opportunity to drop in and complete a unique project, such as building and decorating a unique birdhouse (July 9), hand building pinch pots and sculptural creatures (July 16), painting your pet’s portrait (July 23), stamping (August 13), tie dye (August 20), and monotype (August 27).  
Special Events

In addition to the talk by artist Judy Chicago on August 20, Castle Hill has a fantastic lineup of special events in 2008. Our annual Raku Extravaganza & Pottery Sale will take place on May 24 and 25 and will feature a workshop in Raku Firing, a pottery show and sale by the Cape Cod Potters and faculty of Castle Hill, and a dramatic firing on Saturday night.  Our “For No Reason” Party on June 19 is a great way for neighbors, friends and new visitors to get together to relax and have fun on our deck.  Our annual Summer Bash is scheduled for July 19, and our popular Silent and Live Benefit Art Auction on August 9, with auctioneer Jim Bakker. This is your chance to acquire coveted pieces of art by artists of local, national, and international acclaim, and support Castle Hill at the same time.  The Modernist House Tour will take place on August 24 – this is a very popular event so plan ahead and buy tickets in advance. 
The Tuesday Evening Series, held on Tuesdays in July and August at 8:00 PM at the Wellfleet Public Library, features presentations by distinguished members of their fields in areas of artistic, cultural, political and/or social interest.  This year’s roster of six speakers include: Carolyn Herron, former editor of the New York Times Book Review; Anthony Walton, historian and scholar of African American history; Harry Cooper, curator of the National Gallery; and Harvard linguist and psychologist Steven Pinker, among others.
