CASTLE HILL TO HOLD A “BARN RAISING” BASH ON JULY 14 
Truro Center for the Arts invites the entire Cape community to celebrate at Castle Hill’s “Not Your Average Barn Raising” Bash, complete with music by Willie and the ‘Po Boys, dancing and food on the deck at Truro Center for the Arts at Castle Hill, 10 Meetinghouse Road, Truro on Saturday, July 14, from 6 to 9 pm.  

A traditional barn raising was an event, particularly in 18th- and 19th-century rural North America, during which a community came together to assemble a barn for one or more of its households.  In the past, barns were essential structures for storage of hay and keeping of horses and cattle, which in those days were an inseparable part of farming. The tradition of “barn raising” continues today at Castle Hill, who will hold an unconventional barn raising to celebrate thirty six years of providing community arts education on Cape Cod while simultaneously raising funds to renovate their antique barn, an essential structure holding inspiration and creativity for artists of all ages.
The mission of Castle Hill is to foster the arts and crafts by providing a wide range of instruction for adults and kids, which Castle Hill carries out through a year-round calendar of exhibitions, lectures, forums, concerts and other activities to promote social interaction among artists, craftsman, laymen and the community. The Center was established in 1971 when a group of local artists, teachers and craftsmen decided to convert the former Snow’s Stables property in Truro, admired for its 100-year-old barn and distinctive tower, into a community arts center.  
This year, Castle Hill is launching a special project to restore the antique barn built in 1882 that houses our workshops and gallery.  The Center received Community Preservation Act funds from the town of Truro to pay for the exterior renovation.  Donations made to the Bash will be used to restore the barn’s interior, ensuring Castle Hill will continue to inspire future generations of artists.  Tickets to the event are $40.
