(4) #8 FLAT hog-bristle oil painting brushes Qil brushes have longer handles than other brushes.
(4) #4 FLAT hog-bristle oil painting brushes
(1) #2 ROUND sable brush
You will also need:
o Avroll of Viva paper towels
o Plastic wrap to cover palettes
o 2 empty glass jars with screw-on lids
o A few small plastic bags for trash
OIL PAINTS Instructor recommends getting artist-grade paints. Favorite brands are Rembrandt,
Winsor-Newton, and Michael Harding. Gamblin is also a good value.

e COBALT BLUE
e CADMIUM LEMON YELLOW
o ALIZARIN CRIMSON
e FLAKE WHITE HUE (Winsor-Newton)
